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1.0 BACKGROUND, NEED AND OBJECTIVES

The City of Yorkton continues to grow and anticipates that interest in the resources located in this region of
Saskatchewan will eventually be developed. The City needs to ensure that capital investment in its facilities
is protected and enhanced as future facilities are contemplated. To that end, the City requires an offsite
levy bylaw that will capture the proper value to charge new developments as they come on-stream but also
balances that value with the need to encourage growth in the community.

With the assistance of a professional consulting firm, the City wishes to have a background report and
offsite levy bylaw.

The consultant will be required to:

1. Review the current offsite levy value of $16,000.00/acre to determine if this value is

2. Establish a value for an offsite levy that is consistent with the requirements outlined in Part

VIl of the Planning and Development Act, 2007 being Chapter P.13.2 of The Statutes of
Saskatchewan, 2007.

3. Identify a value for each component outlined in Section 169(2) of the Act.

4, Create an offsite levy bylaw to the satisfaction of the Minister.

2.0 SCOPE OF WORK

The City requires a bylaw to properly charge development levies on development within the community.
The Act requires a municipality to have these levies based on a study or studies of the costs of municipal
servicing and recreational requirements and the consideration by council of future land use patterns and
development and the phasing of public works.

The City requires the consultant to prepare the following:

1. A background report to establish and support the values for the components of an offsite levy
bylaw; and,

2. A bylaw that identifies development levies for the City of Yorkton that will be approved by the
Minister.

This background study forms a part of the long term capital improvement program for the City. It will allow
it to plan and manage its infrastructure requirements. The study will consider policy recommendations,
industry best practices surveys and analysis and support to determine the appropriate offsite levy values for
sewer, water and drainage works, roadways and related infrastructure, parks and recreational facilities.

The scope of work will allow for stakeholder consultation but general public consultation is not anticipated.
The consultant shall provide final findings and recommendations to City Council.

3.0 REPORT PREPARATION PROCESS

3.1 The Director of Planning and Engineering, or delegate, will supervise the preparation of the
report and will be the direct liaison with CityQ & | R Y A 3hd Gity{Cothcili A 2 Y
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3.2 The Director will be responsible in consultation with the consultant to undertake an
appropriate consultation program to raise public awareness of the study preparation and
gaining meaningful input from stakeholders on issue areas, options and solutions.

3.3 All report submissions will comprise both print and electronic formats. The consultant shall be
responsible for providing 15 (fifteen) copies of the final document as well as an electronic
format. The final document will be available in a Word format and/or AutoCAD format
satisfactory to the municipality. An electronic version of the final report will be required in a
form satisfactory to the municipality.

3.4 Consultations with stakeholders will be required.

4.0 TIMING

It is expected that this study will be completed by March 1, 2011, or sooner if feasible. The municipality
desires to have a bylaw adopted as soon as the background report and bylaw can be prepared in time for
the next construction season.

The consultant must provide a schedule and work plan that can be realistically accomplished. If in the
opinion of the Director, the completion schedule cannot be accomplished notwithstanding the provision of
sufficient qualified personnel, revised dates may be considered at the discretion of the Director.

5.0 BACKGROUND REPORTS

The municipality will endeavour to provide whatever background studies it may have in its possession to
allow the consultant to prepare accurate values.

Every attempt shall be made by the City to assist the consultant in obtaining information and existing data.
All documents provided are the property of the City and are to be returned at the completion of the project
at the expense of the consultant. The City does not warrant the accuracy of the information provided and
recommends that the consultant exercise good judgment and care when relying on information from these
documents. The consultant will be responsible for organizing the data.

6.0 PROPOSAL CALL

The City of Yorkton is accepting Proposals for the preparation of a background report and offsite levy bylaw.

d. A curriculum vitae showing work history, qualifications, and education must be submitted for each
member of the project team.

e. Examples of past projects of similar nature, successfully completed by the consultant or members
of the team including references and project costs.

f. Methodology the consultant plans to use of the assignment, in outline form, as well as any detail
that may be helpful in the evaluation of the Proposal.

g. Proposed total cost. A table showing an estimate of man-hours and the hourly charge out rate
schedules for each team member for each phase as well as identify and estimate material, sub-
consultants and other out of pocket expenses which will be invoiced to the City of Yorkton as direct
project expenses.

e When preparing the hourly rates, the Proposal must take into consideration rates
up to December 31, 2011.
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h. A work schedule showing major activities to meet milestones. Work is expected to start as soon as
the consultant is prepared to begin the project but no later than October 1, 2010.

(3) A meeting with administration for clarification and discussion of values prior to drafting the
offsite levy bylaw.

(4) The consultant will present the background report and offsite levy bylaw to City Council for all
three readings

6.6 Legal & General Liability Responsibilities

The City reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals and to waive irregularities and
informalities at its discretion. The City reserves the right to accept a proposal other than the lowest
proposal without stating reasons. By the act of submitting its proposal, the respondent waives any right to
contest in any legal proceeding or action the right of the City to award the work to whomever it chooses in
its sole and unfettered discretion, and for whatever reasons the City deems appropriate. Without limiting
the generality of the forgoing, the City may consider any other factor besides price and capability to
perform the work that it deems in its sole discretion to be relevant to its decision.
