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1.0 BACKGROUND 

The City of Yorkton (City) has a parcel of land located at 495 Broadway Street West.  The City is 
interested in selling the subject property to companies that have ability or in partnership with another 
company, to develop it.  The purpose of this Request for Proposals is to enable the City to select a 
qualified company to purchase and develop the subject property.  The proposal deemed to be in the 
best interests of the City as determined by City Council will be chosen. 

The subject site is 1.10 ha (2.71 acres) and is located at the western terminus of Broadway Street.  The 
subject property is legally described as Parcel A, Plan CE1498.  The land is gently sloped towards the 
northwest (Appendix 1). 

The subject property is located to the west of the Gallagher Centre.  This facility hosts various annual 
events such as Spring Expo, the Summer Fair, and Harvest Showdown.  All of these events draw both 
residents and visitors to this area.  Immediately west of the subject property is the Ravine Ecological 
Preserve, an environmentally sensitive area that offers opportunities for passive recreation pursuits.  

The subject property contains Water Treatment Plant No. 2.  This facility is scheduled to be 
decommissioned once the new plant on Queen Street is operational.  There are City and Crown utilities 
located along the front of the property where building would not be permitted. 

This subject property is located at the gateway to Yorkton from Highways 10 and 52.  It represents a 
prime location for motorists heading into or from the City.  This area has witnessed redevelopment 
recently with the Painted Hand Casino by the Kahkawistahaw First Nation.  This site is envisioned to 
include, in addition to the casino, a hotel with commercial centre. 

2.0 THE PROPERTY 

This section outlines the planning framework, zoning bylaw, servicing and other requirements of the 
subject property. 

Municipal Development Plan 

The Municipal Development Plan designates the subject property as Parks and Recreation.  The MDP

The subject property is not deemed to be an integral part of the parks and recreation facilities found 
within the community.  This site is designated as open space to accommodate the existing water 
treatment plant. 

The MDP will need to be amended for other uses of the subject property. 

 Zoning 

The subject property is zoned as Parks and Recreation District (PR).  The purpose of this district is to 
establish and preserve areas of both passive and active recreational opportunity, as well as community 
facilities and functions.  Permitted and discretionary uses are oriented to recreational or community 
uses. 

The zoning district will need to be amended to a more appropriate district for uses other than 
recreational or community.  ¢ƘŜ YŀƘƪŀǿƛǎǘŀƘŀǿ CƛǊǎǘ bŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ ǇǊƻǇŜǊǘȅ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ǎƻǳǘƘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǎǳōƧŜŎǘ ǎƛǘŜ, 
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as an example, is zoned as Arterial Commercial District (C-2).  This district contains a range of 
commercial uses that serve the travelling public as well as residents. 

Utilities 

Utilities occur along the front of the property adjacent to Broadway Street West.  These are shown in 
Appendix 1.  Sask Energy has a gas line within this area that serviced the former Water Treatment Plant 
No. 2.  The City has water lines within this area to convey water to other areas of the community.  Some 
of these lines would likely remain even after the plant is decommissioned.  The area where these 
facilities are located would not be available for building but landscaping could occur.  There are 
overhead power lines along the front of the subject property.  Sasktel has services along the front of the 
subject property as well. 

Services 

A 500 mm water main is located along the front of the property.  This main services other areas of the 
community.  A 300 mm sewer main is located on the south side of Broadway Street West.  A manhole 
occurs in front of the Painted Hand Casino where services from the subject property may be able to join.  
Further review of the invert will be required by the purchaser to determine if there is sufficient depth at 
this manhole to service the subject property.  Storm water management will need to be reviewed at the 
time of development.  Drainage from the subject property is currently directed into the Ravine 
Ecological Reserve.  

Environmental Assessment 

There has been no environmental assessment completed on the subject property. 

A mixture of tree species occur on site, some are natural while others have been planted over the years 
by the City.  The purchaser may wish to incorporate some of these trees into a development concept. 

Existing Facilities 

The existing Water Treatment Plant No. 2 and reservoir are scheduled for decommissioning by the City 
in the fourth quarter of 2010.

Proposals submitted after this time will be returned unopened to the Bidder.   
 

Proposals will not be accepted via e-mail or by facsimile for any part of this RFP. 
 

One unbound original and nine copies of the Completed Proposal shall be submitted.  All copies must be 
signed by an officer(s) of the company. 

It is the .ƛŘŘŜǊΩǎ sole responsibility to ensure that the envelope is received at the correct place and on 
time.  Any bid received after the stated closing time for receipt will be marked as to the date and time 
received and returned unopened. 

The City will not be responsible for any cost incurred in the preparation or presentation of bids. 

The bid and any supporting documentation submitted by a bidder will become the property of the City 
of Yorkton and will not be returned. 

A Bidder who has made a submission may request, in writing, that their bid be withdrawn, prior to the 
due date, by fax or via a PDF formatted letter sent electronically.  All requests for withdrawal will be 
placed on record and the proposal package will be returned unopened to the Bidder on the day of the 
opening or soon thereafter. 

Any addenda that are issued by the City of Yorkton will be issued during the bid period.  All addenda 
become part of the Proposal Documents.  Any alteration, deletion or modification required will be 
issued to all bidders as a written addendum before it shall have any force or effect. 

Legal & General Liability Responsibilities 
 

The City reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids and to waive irregularities and informalities 
at its discretion.  The City reserves the right to accept a bid other than the lowest bid without stating 
reasons.  By the act of submitting its bid, the respondent waives any right to contest in any legal 
proceeding or action the right of the City to award the sale to whomever it chooses in its sole and 
unfettered discretion, and for whatever reasons the City deems appropriate.  Without limiting the 
generality of the forgoing, the City may consider any other factor besides price the ability to pay it that it 
deems in its sole discretion to be relevant to its decision. 

The bidder must be prepared to include in the bid any oral or written representations that are made 
prior to the final agreement including the entire response to this RFP, or parts thereof. 
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The selection of a bidder by the City shall not constitute a contract between the City and the bidder.  
Any contractual relationship to be established between the parties will be governed by the provisions of 
a written agreement. 

The bidder shall include in the bid the Goods and Services Tax, including Customs duties, Excise duties, 
brokerage charges and all other taxes and charges applicable with respect to the Bid, unless otherwise 
specifically stipulated. 

4.0 FINANCIAL INFORMATION 
 
The bidder must include in the response to the RFP the following:

Each bidder will be required to submit security in the form of a certified cheque, cash or bond for ten 
percent (10%) of the land value submitted in their response.  All security will be returned to 
unsuccessful bidders.

6.0 EVALUATION PROCESS 
 
Administration will review each proposal.  This review will be submitted to City Council.  Council will 
ŎƻƴǎƛŘŜǊ ŀŘƳƛƴƛǎǘǊŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ ǊŜŎƻƳƳŜndations but reserves the right, in its absolute discretion, to select 
the most suitable proposal in the best interests of the community.

The City reserves the right to contact or meet with any bidder to clarify a submission during the 
evaluation process.  The City reserves the right to verify any statement contained in a submission by 
whatever means the City considers appropriate. 
 
The successful bidder will be required to enter into Agreements as shown in Section 6.0 which are 
satisfactory to the City.  No binding contract comes into effect between the City and the successful 
bidder unless and until City Council has approved the required Agreements.  Council anticipates a 
successful outcome with the selected bidder but in the event that the negotiations are not successful, 
reserves the right to consider other proposals. 
 
The City reserves the absolute right to reject or dismiss any or all of the submissions received.

8.0 REQUIRED AGREEMENTS 
 
Following the selection of the successful bidder by Council, the agreements outlined in this section will 
be required between the bidder and the City.  Only upon the approval of all of the agreements by City 
Council shall legally enforceable contract(s) come into existence between the successful bidder and the 
City of Yorkton. 
 

8.1 Purchase Agreement 
 
This agreement will be on standard contractual terms used for such projects in the Province of 
Saskatchewan and will include covenants and/or contractual conditions that will: 
 

 Require that construction is undertaken in accordance with the time frames 
referenced in such agreement. 

 Preclude the successful bidder from transferring ownership in the property; 
transferring effective control through share transfers or otherwise; or 
subdividing the property until such time as the development has been 
completed. 

 Acknowledge the requirement that the successful bidder obtain regulatory 
approvals from the City of Yorkton and/or other agencies as required. 
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8.2 Development Levy Agreement 
 
The successful bidder may be required to enter into a development levy agreement for the payment of 
development levies for the subject property. 
 

8.3 Other Agreements 
 
Such other agreements as may be necessary as a result of the proposal made by the successful bidder 
and as legal counsel for the City may advise. 
 
9.0 REGULATORY APPROVALS REQUIRED 
 
Approval for all development on the subject property must be obtained from the City. 
 
The City is bound by the conditions for approval and appeal as stated in Sections 65 and 67 of The 
Planning and Development Act, 2007, and must render a decision 60 days after the receipt of a 
completed application for approval. 
 
If subdivision is contemplated of the subject property, the City is bound by Sections 121 , 127 and 128 of 
The Planning and Development Act, 2007. 
 
10.0 PURCHASE PRICE 
 
The purchase price for Parcel A, Plan CE1498T is <$708,000.00>, plus applicable taxes.  Bidders are 
required to fill out the form attached to the RFP as Appendix 2 indicating their acceptance of the 
purchase price. 
 
11.0 ACCEPTANCE OF PROPOSAL

The City may elect at its sole discretion to accept any Proposal or part thereof and to waive any defect, 
irregularity, mistake or insufficiency in any Proposal and to accept any Proposal or alternative proposal, 
in whole or in part, which it deems to be most advantageous to its interests. 

No implied obligation of any kind or on behalf of the City shall arise from anything in this Proposal 
Document. 

The City reserves the right to waive any irregularities or any minor non-compliance.  The City reserves 
the right to withdraw this RFP at any time prior to signing an agreement for the sale of Parcel A, Plan 
CE1498T. 
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The City may, prior to and after contract award, negotiate changes to the purchase price without having 
any duty or obligation to advise any other bidder or to allow them to vary their bid prices as a result of 
such changes and the City shall have no liability to any other bidder as a result of such negotiations or 
modifications. 

The submission of a Proposal by a bidder creates an irrevocable right for the City to require the bidder, 
by written notification within 60 calendar days of the Closing Date (unless the Closing date is extended 
by agreement between the City and the bidder), to execute a purchase agreement to purchase Parcel A, 
Plan CE1498T.  The City may exercise this irrevocable right with any bidder, and not necessarily the 
lowest bidder, or may accept the Proposal most favorable to the interest of the City, or may decide not 
to exercise this irrevocable right with any bidder. 
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
